World Kingdoms In Prophesy 
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Daniel 8:8 Four “Notable” Horns
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Abomination of Desolation:

Near View—

Dan. 11.31 And arms shall stand on his part, and they shall 
pollute the sanctuary of strength, and shall take away the 
daily sacrifice, and they shall place the abomination that 
maketh desolate.

Far View—

Jesus said: “When ye therefore shall see the abomination of 
desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy 
place, … Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the 
mountains:” (Matthew 24.15–16)



Triumphal Entry:

> Near View—

Zech. 9.9 Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jerusalem: 
behold, thy King cometh unto thee: he is just, and having salvation; lowly, and 
riding upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass. 

Matt. 21.5 Tell ye the daughter of Sion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, 
meek, and sitting upon an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass.

> Far View—

Zech. 9.10 And I will cut off the chariot from Ephraim, and the horse from 
Jerusalem, and the battle bow shall be cut off: and he shall speak peace unto the 
heathen: and his dominion shall be from sea even to sea, and from the river even
to the ends of the earth.



Star of Jacob:

> Near View—

Num. 24.17a I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there 
shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel, …

Matt. 2.1 Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of 
Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem, 2
Saying, Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we have seen his star in 
the east, and are come to worship him. 

> Far View—

Num. 24.17b … and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the children 
of Sheth.

Luke 21.24-27 Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles, until the times of the 
Gentiles be fulfilled. And there shall be signs in the sun, 



Jesus as the Anointed One:

> Near View—
Luke 4.17 And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. 
And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, 
18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach 
the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach 
deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty 
them that are bruised, 19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 20 And he 
closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the 
eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.

> Far View—
Is. 61.2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of 
vengeance of our God
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
